Brown Ales (gold), Victor Sears—Traditional and Other Meads (bronze), and yours truly—Fruit/
Spice/Herb/Veggie Beers (silver) and Hybrid Ales (bronze).

Always looking for some of your recipes for the Brew This Or Die! column.  C’mon you medal 
winners, they can’t all be top secret, can they?  Or how’s about some of those more unique reci-
pes?  How about some mead/cider winners?  How about ’cha?    



It’s been an exhausting trip.  You and your mule have traversed alpine cliffs; meadows thick with seed, 
crossed rushing creeks and finally encounter a mountain side hamlet.  Your mouth is dry and your mule 
bucks stubborn from weariness as you pull her onward through the muddy road running through the small 
village. Sitting down with a beer in hand is your mission and your eyes function only to find a place to do 
this.  You already know that each town, each Brewster has her own signature style for advertising “ale for 
sale” but you also know the general methods for which she will advertise.  Brooms or garlands of herbs will 
hang over the door of the Brewster’s home or she will place a pole, streamed with herbs, close to the road.  
If that thirsty, travel worn soul passed through Boca Raton, he would find the candle in the window so to 
speak at my home.  He’d see the broom hanging over my front door, tether his mule to the basketball hoop 
and knock on the door.  I’d open it, show him the bathroom to wash and freshen up and then set him up 
with pints of my fresh Kostritzer likened brew, something to nibble and for a few dollars more, give him a 
place to sleep and make a simple breakfast for him in the morning.  
  
My broom has not always adorned my foyer; nay my prized broom is a recent and blessed purchase.  A 
couple of weeks ago I visited with family in Savannah and upon my aunt’s request, attended a crafts fair at 
the convention center across the river.  Upon entrance to the gargantuan place, I saw dozens of hand 
made brooms hanging from a perimeter of poles.  I instructed my kin to go on without me and in a trance, 
mesmerized by the products before me, floated towards the booth.  
 
Being beside the brooms, touching them and having them all around me was akin to an opera lover seeing 
her favorite piece at the Met or a die hard baseball fan getting to throw the first pitch.  Surrounded by the 
fibrous, organic and functional pieces of art, tradition, and lore was an ephemeral experience that tran-
scended time and space.  Small hand brooms of the dust pan sort, large utilitarian brooms some with 
rounded and tightly bundled heads and others with the more common fanned heads hung from poles, hat 
racks, and hooks.  The handles of the brooms ranged from rolled and woven grass to handles fashioned 
with all types of wood.  Like Harry Potter shopping for his Hogwort’s necessities, I too found myself in a re-
tail chapel overseen by two heritage preservationists who were unaware but happy to learn of the signifi-
cance of Brewsters and brooms.   
 
Essentially brooms, garlands of herbs and poles are the international (yes, international and this is a cul-
tural phenomenon to be explored in a later issue) equivalent of the vacancy-blink-vacancy-blink, open-
blink-open-blink; they are the hallmark advertisement: ale for sale,  a tradition that in many Western socie-
ties now manifests in neon lights bearing brewery logos burning through dark windows.   The broom I 
chose has a fanned head; the sweet grass of the head is smooth and frays at the bottom, the strands of 
sweet grass are wrapped with hemp and the broom head is woven and wrapped onto a wooden handle of 
about three feet.  The handle is a mottled wood of blonde and cherry hues with a delicate bend towards 
the top.  It is substantial; weighty in its natural ingredients and primitive form.  Recalling last month’s arti-
cle; you may begin to notice a pattern developing: Mother Red Hat with her tall, conical cap and now the 
broom.  Pointy hat? Broom? Ugh huh!   
 
 We’ll explore this next month.  In the meantime it’s time for me to get on my broom and begin thumbing 
through Papazian in search of good warm weather beers.  Why not incorporate brooms into your beer 
making and connect at a deeper level with our brewing foreparents?  To find your very own broom, check 
out Brooms and Boxes at www.
