All are welcome and encouraged to join in on the fun and edu-
cation that is judging and stewarding. There’s no better way to learn about dif-
ferent beer styles, and try some tasty examples, then to help out by stewarding
or judging. While judging is typically done by those with at least some experi-
ence, stewarding requires no experience or beer knowledge—just the desire to
try some great brews!

Based on how many entries we judge, we may/may not need to do additional
judging between the 21st and 24th. Any additional judging will be followed by
the Blowoff competition. Competition judging will happen on Friday the 25th and
Saturday the 26th. We’'ll have the Best of Show wrapped up by 4-5pm and the
awards dinner and party will start at 8pm. The competition will be held at the
LaSalle Party Center, wihich is part of Ragtops on S. Dixie, between Belvedere
Rd and Southern Blvd in bee-u-tiful south West Palm! The party center is plenty
big and will be a very nice facility for judging and the awards dinner and party.

Speaking of the general meeting, we’ll be nailing down last minute Blowoff de-
tails and talking about the upcoming annual Cajunfest, which is not all that far
away. There’s talk of holding Cajunfest this year with the West Palm Beach
Fishing Club, so stay tuned for more details.
