If all you can eat and drink for those prices doesn’t work, then head over 
to the German-American club ‘Fest in Lantana to compare how much you’ll drop for the 
same quantities (not to even mention the quality!) of food and German brews.  And don’t 
forget the admission price…  Speaking of the weekend before Octoberfest, the Com-
mander Saaz competition will take place up the road in Melbourne that weekend.  En-
tries are due on Sept 12th, and if ya get them up to the HBO by Saturday the 9th, either 
we’ll have transport arranged, or, as a long-standing Draughtsmen tradition, the club will 
pay for shipping.

But if any-
one’s up for the challenge, it’ll be Paul!  So if you have a Pale Ale on tap or in the bottle,  
bring it to the meeting and we’ll contrast/compare it to the other examples…  The “no 
beer sponge” rule has now in place for three months, and so far, no enforcement has 
been necessary, so bravo to all!   I’ve heard the ‘Dwarf has changed some taps, adding 
Avery and Dogfish Head’s 90 min Imperial IPA.  Last Saturday, to promote the debut of 
the 90 min, a “Randall” hop unit was on hand.  A “Randall” is a water filter housing filled 
with hops that the beer is pushed through, which increases hop aroma.  A good time 
was had by all in attendance, from what I gather.  Finally, don’t forget the Happy Hour @ 
the Yardhouse on the 18th.  I was up there two weeks ago and they’re starting to 
change a few of the taps.  For example, Dogfish Head 90 min in, Miller Lite out (I kid you 
not!)  Also, I heard that the wheats, fruits and some of the other lighter beers are doing 
very well (no surprise—except for Miller Lite, apparently), but the strong Belgians, IPA’s 
and 2x IPA’s are also moving very well—which was unexpected and great news!  Why, 
there may be hope for us yet!!
