It’s been a long time comin’ for the Angstrobrewery here at Beligmo, but we finally have a conical 
fermentor!  For those of you unfamiliar with a conical (pictured below), this one is a 14.5 gal 
stainless steel vessel o’ fermentation!  It’ll hold 12 gals of wort and associated krausen (the foamy 
head you see while fermentation is active) and the beauty of it is that you can do both primary 
and secondary fermentation/ageing without transferring the beer!  One tank to clean; no more 
messing with glass carboys!  Plus, just drain the yeast out of the bottom and ‘viola, you have 
yeast for your next batch!  And it is finally time for the inaugural fermentation, so if you’d like to 
see the operation, I’ll be brewing next Friday (Veterans’ Day), starting very early (about 6am) and 
should be wrapping up by 2pm.
